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1. Previous Action Items
►Meeting Terms of Reference – ALL

No feedback regarding the revised terms of reference (TOR) for the NFI & ES Sector Coordination Meeting has been received as of yet.  
►CHF Funding Allocation 

All deadlines for the Common Humanitarian Fund (CHF) allocation follow-ups from last meeting were met.  

2. January Overview
Distributions for January were extremely low, with the largest effort being support of newly-displaced populations in White Nile due to a conflict in Upper Nile State.  The monthly NFI & ES Sector Update was distributed via email on February 13th and in hard copy during the meeting.  A January fact sheet was also distributed and is attached with the minutes.  
3. Stock Position
The current stock position for the Common Pipeline was reviewed.  The information is included in the January fact sheet, attached with the minutes.  

4. Funding Overview

On the first page of the January NFI & ES Sector Update, all project sheets included in the 2008 UN & Partners Work Plan for the NFI & ES Sector in the ROS region are listed along with their required funding and proposed 1st round allocations from the CHF.  The allocation figures are pending confirmation by the CHF Management Team.  The table presents an overview of the funding status for the Sector.  UNJLC encourages all partners to submit data regarding funding received so that an accurate overview can be maintained.  

Action Point:  All partners to provide UNJLC with updates as outside funding is received.  
5. Planning

►2007 UN & Partners Work Plan Review

A review process for the 2007 UN and Partners Work Plan has been initiated.  The process begins with a quantitative review of activities during the year, which UNJLC is compiling for the Sector.  The second step will be to gather qualitative information through workshops.  Kadugli’s workshop is being held today, February 14th.  Dates for workshops in all other planning regions have not yet been set, but will be announced via the Sudan.Logs list as soon as they become available.  

6. Partner Feedback

The floor was made open to all partners for feedback regarding either sector coordination or Common Pipeline activities.  Nothing significant to report.  

7. Supplements & Other Pipeline Activities

UNJLC encourages all partners to share information about their other pipeline and/or supplementary NFI activities.  In addition to including the information in the monthly updates, it helps UNJLC maintain an accurate overall picture of the entire sector.  

CRS stated that they sometimes supplement NFIs provided by the Common Pipeline with mosquito nets provided by Malaria Consortium.   

Action Point:  All partners to update UNJLC on their own and/or supplementary NFI activities.   
8. Returns

12,400 individuals is the planning figure for returns for this dry season; however, IOM currently estimates actual returns will be lower.  CARE raised a concern that the entire existing stock of soap will not be used by these returns and soap has a limited shelf-life.  Actual shelf-life was not known.  
Action Point:  UNICEF to determine actual shelf-life of soap and communicate it to CARE, so that CARE can plan accordingly.  
9. Emergency Preparedness & Response

UNJLC’s new Emergency Preparedness and Response (EP&R) officer, Adam Bernstein (adam.bernstein@wfp.org), arrived in Khartoum yesterday, February 13th.  He will be working specifically on the ROS region.
